
JOB DESCRIPTION:  Public Works Foreman

NATURE OF WORK:


This is a predominately skilled work in the operation of motor driven earth-moving equipment, basic knowledge in road construction activities and other industry construction activities.  This position will have a subsidiary responsibility of assuming a supervisory role in the public works department in highway construction, at the direction of the Road Commissioner.


Employee in this position is responsible for the safe and efficient operation of heavy and complex earth-moving equipment, road construction activities and in directing a crew engaged in the reconstruction, construction, resurfacing, general maintenance, snow plowing and sanding of the public highways or other related public works duties.  Employees receive definite and detailed instructions from a supervisor.  Work is performed according to established procedures with frequent inspections during a project  and upon completion .

EXAMPLES OF WORK PERFORMED:


Directs the public works crew in any maintenance or construction work, at the instruction of the Road Commissioner.  Operates a loader or backhoe in the loading of trucks with sand, gravel, or other materials, in digging of ditches, and in the cutting of slopes.  Operates a power grader on construction and maintenance work doing grading, mixing of materials, and plowing snow and removing ice.  Operates a track type tractor clearing overburden from borrow and gravel pits, doing rough grading, ditching or distributing and compaction of fill. Other work such as soils stabilization, setting of road grades, culvert sizing, determining the grade of materials to be used in construction, and equipment necessary for activities to be completed.  Directs, assists and supervises the repair and reconditioning of various pieces of Town equipment.  Performs manual labor when required in the reasonable operation of the public works department.  Performs other related work as required.  

REQUIRED KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS AND ABILITIES:


Considerable ability to organize, direct and communicate a wide range of work assignments to a skilled public works crew.  Ability to understand and follow written and oral instructions and to read simple plans and drawings.  Skilled in the operation and or use of various pieces of motor driven earth-moving equipment.  Sufficient physical stamina to work long hours, occasionally under emergency or adverse weather conditions.  



DESIRABLE EXPERIENCE AND TRAINING:


Graduation from an accredited high school with a two-year college degree in a related construction industry field or an equivalent of education and experience in operation and maintenance of heavy equipment or prior public works experience.

EVALUATION CRITERIA:


Persons in this position will be evaluated based on the quantity and quality of work, job knowledge, planning and organizing work, use of safe operating procedures and practices, work habits, communication with and direction of employees, use of equipment and physical fitness.
